In addition, the teacher has access to data about your child that you may not be aware of, such as scores on achievement

and aptitude tests and i nsi ghAssresutt,ttis crifical nat only to keepdad aspenllireafr ni n g
communication with the teacher T but to create a solid working partnership. Here are five tips you can use as you build

this partnership.

There is no time like the present to introduce yourself to the teacher. Give the teacher a call early in the school year
just to say hello. Many parents only call when a problem arises i which is not a good way to get off on the right foot. By
getting in touch early, you can share information and set a positive tone for the entire school year. Use this conversation
to talk about your c hidivehinesses. Thisavill betp the teachiemas she ptasstinstructian for your
child. Also, be sure to give the teacher your contact information, as well as a list of times that are appropriate to call.
Exchange phone numbers and, if possible, e-mail addresses.

from your ideas.

Stay in regular contact with theteacher. You dondét have -teachewcarference to talk to theeteapharr e n t
Whether you just want to touch base, see how your child is progressing, ask a question, or voice a concern, the teacher
will always welcome your communication.

If problems arrive, stay objective. There may be times when your child is struggling in the classroom, is having
discipline problems, or simply has a personality conflict with the teacher. (It happens; teachers and students are human.)

When problems such as these arise, itbés important to stay
with the teacheras soonaspossi bl e; ignoring the problem only makes then
issue at hand, and work together to develop a solution. If you and the teacher cannot come up with a mutual solution,

then you may wish to take your concernstothepr i nci pal . However, keep in mind that

problem with the teacher first.
