Health Office Information On Lice

Some of your child’s schoolmates have been diagnosed with head lice 
(Pediculus humanus capitatus).  These lice are so named because 
they live only on the heads of humans. Children are particularly susceptible to lice 
infestations due to their constant close contact in play with others.  
Symptoms include constant scratching of the head and nape of the neck.  The 
presence of seed like eggs, or nits, is the most common indication of an 
infestation, as they are much more numerous than mature lice.  The nits are 
inactive and each is individually cemented to the base of the head hair.  Nits hatch 
in 5-10 days and are mature enough to reproduce within 3 weeks.  Adult head lice 
are gray-brown and grow to about 1/8” long with a flat body.  Adult lice live for 
22-23 days.
Head lice are generally not found on eyelashes or body hair other than on the 
head.  Head lice cannot live in your carpet, or on dogs, cats, hamsters or rabbits.  
They survive less than 48 hrs. once they are removed from a human blood source.
The following are 10 STEPS TO STAYING AHEAD OF LICE:
1. Watch for signs of head lice, such as frequent head-scratching.  Anyone can 

get lice from another person or from sharing hats, brushes or combs, etc.
2. Check all family member for lice or nits (lice eggs) at least once a week.
3. Treat only those family members who do have lice.  Buy a lice product at your 

drug store, the pharmacy section of your food store or call your doctor for a 
prescription.

4. Follow the directions carefully!  Use the product over a sink (not in the tub or 
shower).  Keep the eyes covered with a washcloth.

5. Call your doctor first if you are pregnant, nursing or allergic to weeds, plants, 
etc..  Never use a lice product on your baby!

6. Remove all nits (which will stay on the hair after treatment).  This is essential!  
You can do this with a special nit comb, scissors or your fingernails (the most 
effective).

7. Wash sheets and recently worn clothing in hot water and dry in a hot dryer.  
Combs and brushes may be soaked in hot (not boiling) water for 10 minutes.

8. Vacuuming is the safest and best way to control lice on mattresses, rugs, 
furniture and stuffed animals.

9. Continue to check heads every day for 2-3 weeks to make sure head lice are 
gone.  Regular checking is the best prevention.

10. When you find a case of lice, tell others!  Call your child’s school or daycare.  
Notify neighborhood parents.
