"School supplies>Back to School Packs" and enter the ID code 121214  to award 
credit to our school.  Choose the appropriate grade pack and pay via credit card.  
Remember to choose NEXT YEAR'S grade level.  Order deadline is June 16.

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2009-2010 Park Village Registration
The district has instituted “On-line Registration” for the 2009-10 school year.  Updating your student information can only 
be done “on-line” and must be completed for all students prior to registration.  All student data will need to be updated 
between July 1 st and July 30 th.  If you update later than July 30th your information may not be uploaded in the computer 
properly in time for registration.  If you have updated your information by July 30th you will be able to print the registration 
forms in time for registration.  You will then need to bring your updated forms to Park Village on August 6th to register.  
To access the “on-line registration” site you may log in to the District or the Park Village website and click on the 
registration tab.  Please do not attempt to log in before June 15 th.  You will need to use your parent username and 
password in order to log in.  If you do not know your username and password or are a new enrollee, you can e-mail 
lpthelp@powayusd.com or call the help desk at 858-748-0010 x2854.
On August 6 th registration will be in the Multi Purpose Room.  We will register alphabetically by last name.  By registering 
alphabetically we are hoping to keep the lines small and get you through quickly:
