There are rough waters ahead for education funding, which means that parents are being asked to increase their financial
support at our local schools. To ease the burden for all of us, your PTA has planned fundraisers spread throughout the
year that will help make up some of the shortfall from the state. Remember that there’s a significant return: For each
fundraiser, California PTA requires our unit to provide at least three services or activities. That means your money
DIRECTLY funds academic enrichment in the form of assemblies and field trips tailored to grade-level curriculum
standards, classroom supplies, software, math and handwriting programs, as well as fun family events like Movie Night,
D.A.D.S. Olympics, D.A.D.S. Pancake Breakfast, and Penguin Rock.

Our biggest fundraisers kick off at Back-to-School Night on August 27th: The Sally Foster Gift Wrap Sale, the Donation
Program (also known as “Opt Out”), and the Entertainment Books Sale. These fundraisers are the backbone of our
budget, providing the majority of the funding used throughout the school year to support the programs that make Park
Village a National Blue Ribbon School. Please participate!

Sally Foster Gift Wrap

By popular request, we’'ve brought back Sally Foster after a two year hiatus. The PTA receives 50 percent of total sales of
high quality gift wrap, indulgent sweets, innovative gift items and magazines.

Book Fairs

Our Scholastic Book Fair is planned for October 19-23. While it certainly promotes literacy, it’s all about fun. The 2-for-1
Spring Book Sale is not a fundraiser, but is a great chance to pick up books for your family or teachers. Dates are TBA.

Grocery Club Cards

Thank you to everyone who has supported eScrip in the past or provided your card numbers during registration. Last
year, we earned nearly $7,000 just from swiping our Club Cards at checkout. We are enrolled with Vons, Ralph’s, and
Albertson’s. If you shop at these stores, register your club cards at the store websites and designate PV for credit. A
percentage of each purchase is automatically donated to our school, and up to three organizations can split the rewards.
It's the easiest way to help. Existing EScrip (Vons) customers must renew by November 1st. Look for more specific
instructions soon. Our earnings increase when you use EScrip as your starting point for other online purchases. Click the
EScrip logo on the PTA website to begin racking up dollars for our kids!

In association with National Geographic, this online-only sale offers parents the chance to buy unique quality gifts from
faraway places, supporting native artisans and earning 30% of sales for Park Village. Items will be shipped directly to
you.

Restaurant Nights

Did you know?

Many other “no-cost” fundraisers such as the monthly Can/Bottle recycling, the Used Cell Phone and Ink Cartridge
Collection, Target Credit Card, and Box Tops for Education are not PTA fundraisers, but instead benefit the school’s
general fund. Your support of these programs provides money for technology and supplies. Additionally, area stores such
as Office Depot will donate a portion of total sales back to Park Village. You need only ask the cashier to assign credit to
Park Village. Please mark your calendar for monthly can/bottle recycling and remember to drop off old cell phones and
ink cartridges at the main office anytime. Your employer will be happy to have you collect these for a good cause. Many
thanks!!

We are going to be accepting your E-WASTE at each
recycling day for this year. Our E-WASTE program includes anything you have on your computer desk
or your entertainment cabinet. We do not accept batteries or hazardous waste items. Those are
handled by professional organizations throughout the community. If you buy a new TV or computer and

do not know what to do with the old one, bring it to Park Village Recycling Days and we will handle it for you. Our 1st
recycling day event will be Tuesday, September 8th from 8 a.m.-9.a.m. and we are anticipating a huge turn out.

Free Money - Save Your VONS Receipts!!!
