Parents and Teachers Working Together

It was great to see so many of you at Back-to-School Night last week. Speaking for all of the staff of Park
Village, let me congratulate you for recognizing the importance that parent-teacher relationships play in
facilitating children’s learning. Research studies show that when parents and teachers work together,
children’s learning is increased.

If your child is experiencing a problem that is school-related, the teacher needs to know as soon as possible.

Children sometimes keep their fears and frustrations hidden while in the public eye, then, when they are in the comfort of
their own home, they express themselves. Actually, it is healthy for children to express and deal with their feelings openly
with their parents. It is a good idea to provide time in your child’s day or at bedtime to talk about the day and the feelings
associated with it. If you are positive and hopeful in your outlook, your feelings will transfer to the child. If you are fearful
or anxious, these feelings too will transfer. At this time of the year it is common for children to experience anxiety about
such things as making new friends and meeting the generally higher expectations of their new teacher or grade level. You
can reassure your children and help them find their inner strength as you problem solve and explore with them ways they
can manage the problem. Remember, anxiety is a normal part of learning and growing.

Sometimes, problems that are not school-related will affect a student’s performance. An unemployed parent, divorce or
separation or an impending move are a few examples. At times like these, it is a good practice to inform the teacher that
family pressures might be affecting your child. All matters of a personal nature will be kept confidential.

As humans we are first driven by our needs for safety, love and acceptance. If these are threatened or unfulfilled, learning
cannot occur. At Park Village we strive to provide a safe, orderly and pleasant learning environment. When parents and
teachers work together, we can better serve the needs of children.
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Student Drop Off and Pick Up By Ricardo Cecena, Principal

Parents are allowed the privilege of driving through the Park Village Elementary school parking lot to drop off their students
in the morning and pick them up in the afternoon. This privilege will continue only with the cooperation of the drivers of
these vehicles. The safety of the students is the primary concern, with the convenience of the occupants of the vehicles the
secondary concern.

We would like to remind everyone of the rules that we are requesting you follow:

' Pick up and Drop off your children from the designated areas at the front of the school. (Please do not use the
ESS and Staff Parking lots for drop off or pick up)
I All students must exit & enter the vehicle on the passenger side; no exceptions
I The driver must not exit the vehicle for any reason other than an emergency. We are trying to provide enough help to
assist your student in exiting the vehicle safely.
I Vehicles must not pass another vehicle in the parking lot. Please stay in line and be patient.
I Cell phones are not to be used by the drivers while on the school property.
I Please have your student ready before leaving home.
Do not apply sunscreen to your student while in line in the parking lot
Do not allow your student to change clothes while in line in the parking lot
Have backpacks and bags in an easily accessible area in the car.

Please remember that the curb north of the Park Village driveway on Caminos del Sur is “drop and go” in the morning. In
the afternoon, please pull as far forward as you can while you wait for your students to enter the car so people waiting in the
queue behind you can pull to the curb as quickly as possible. Do not leave your car unattended in this area nor exceed
the 3 minute time limit during morning drop off or dismissal time. If you do so, you may be ticketed by SDPD.

Also, | need your help! | know that traffic can build up along this pick up zone, (Camino del Sur) at dismissal time. But, it is
dangerous to double park and wave your students in between cars to get inside your vehicle. | have noticed that Camino
Del Sur clears by about 3:30 p.m. and parents can easily pull to the curb and students can enter the vehicle safely.

| would also like to ask parents to use the crosswalk at both ends of the street. | realize that crossing in the middle of the
street is convenient, but it just isn’t safe.

We thank you in advance for your cooperation in these matters. Again our concern is strictly for everyone’s safety, not
convenience or schedules. Remember, Character Counts! at Park Village; be a good example for your children. Please
leave home at a time that allows for a non-rushed drop-off/ pickup, and make your journey through the Park Village parking
lot one full of safety, consideration and politeness for everyone involved.
