In 2001-02, the district engaged in a strategic planning process.  The resulting district plan identified two goals: Increase achievement for all 
students through a comprehensive literacy effort, and provide a physical learning environment to support learning for all students.  The years 2002-
2008 accompanied a period of intense focus on the use of data to continuously drive improvements in student learning, as well as on closing the 
achievement gap. These initiatives furthered the growing understanding that our most important work is to ensure that all students leave the district 
college ready. 
 
As our district has engaged in the most current iteration of its strategic vision for 2008-2014, the literacy focus has sharpened.  “College Readiness 
for all – Gateway to our Students’ Future,” a framework comprised of the themes of Rigor (High Expectations for all), Relevance (Engagement of all 
students), and Relationships (Personalization of learning opportunities) now assumes the forefront of all of our efforts.  With this in mind, our 
school’s mission has been formed.

Closing the achievement gap for all subgroups 
 

The Painted Rock staff closely monitors the achievement of all students throught the use of formative and summative assessments.  This data is used to identify 
areas of student need and direct resources to them. 
 
Students in underperforming sub-groups are able to receive additional assitance through small group instruction, OASIS Tutors, ELL pull-outs, and instructional 
software in the computer lab. 
 
Additionally, through the use of MAPs assessements, Painted Rock staff is able to develop indivialized student learning plans.  Students use their individualzed 
MAPs results to set learning goals based upon the strand data from MAPs which shows their relative areas of strengths and weakness.  Students are then able to 
work with their teacher to monitor their progress using Winter and Spring MAPs results. 
 
Personalizing learning to provide multiple pathways for student success 

 
By analyzing student achievement data, the Painted Rock staff has been able to identify grade level as well as indvidual student strengths and areas of need.  As 
a result, teachers regularly use small group instruction and ability group rotations to ensure students receive instruciton at the appropriate level for optimal 
learning. 
A unique challenge at Painted Rock is the high number of students scoring in the advanced range on both CST and MAPs testing.  As a result, many students 
have a goal of maintaining advanced scores from second through fifth grade.  Teachers in each grade level are meeting in regularly scheduled grade level 
meetings to plan and design lessons which address the grade level standards as well as to challenge those students who have already mastered the standards.

Understanding the need to provide students with the necessary skills to become "College Ready", the Painted Rock staff has a strong commitment to the "3 R's".  
Rigor, Revleance, and Relationships are emphasied and regularly discussed at staff meetings and grade level meeting.  Through these efforts, staff are able to 
refine programs and indentify at risk students to ensure all students have a successful experience at Painted Rock. 
Additionally, the Painted Rock Staff is engaged in the work of redefining rigorous academic experieces for all students.
