To what degree were the school-wide goal and subgroup goals met?

The above mentioned goals are 2-year goals initially set in the fall of 2006. The staff has analyzed CST student performance data from
spring 2008 CST testing. Our analysis of student performance for the 2-year period 2006-2008 is not as good as we had hoped as our
scores dipped in 2007. However, we recovered with the spring 2008 scores and our analysis is as follows:

Lessons learned:
Staff development and focus on writing is paying off with increased ELA proficiency rates at all three grade levels. An articulated and

coherent grammar program is in place for all grades.

Individual goal setting with students using MAP data engages them in their learning.

Active recruitment of ethnic subgroups into our AVID program has not generated an increase in proficiency rates as previously
demonstrated by Latino students.

Articulation between RSP and SDC and placement into special education math classes has improved.

Making sure special education students are taking the appropriate standardized test (CST, CMA, CAPA) for their ability level.

Increase enrollment of ELL students into our tutorial programs.

With a quarter of the students not performing at proficiency levels it is imperative that we begin looking at target groups and determine
what to do.

Analyze specific strands in each content area to determine where we may need to improve instruction and provide additional supports.

Increase intervention options so more students can be impacted by small group instruction or tutorial sessions. Implement mandatory
interventions for our failing students.

Increase ethnic enrollment in AVID for 7th and 8th graders.

SAFE AND SUPPORTIVE SCHOOLS

SCHOOL-WIDE BEHAVIORAL SUPPORT PLAN

At Bernardo Heights, a cornerstone of the strong trusting relationship we have built within the community is the belief that our
children learn when they feel safe and valued. District and Site Core Values include providing a “safe, orderly, and attractive
environment.” Our staff, with the guidance of the site School Climate Committee, has established a strong culture built around these
beliefs. A structure of high expectations including the Bobcat Code of Conduct, the Dress Code, and the Academic Honesty Policy
are reaffirmed each year and are articulated in the Bobcat Planner distributed to all students. Each year counselors and
administrators visit all Bobcat classes to discuss expectations and to explain the site and District policies on harassment, hate
behavior, physical aggression, the technology use agreement, and zero tolerance for tobacco, drugs, alcohol and weapons. Parents
receive all policies and their consequences in writing and have access to this information on the BHMS Web site. A continuum of
counseling efforts to resolve conflicts begins in 6th grade. Our counselors and the Middle School Student Services TOSA visit each
6th grade classroom with presentations on bullying, hate behavior, and harassment. The presentation is based on the Hazelton
Foundation video “Bullying 101: Basic Tools to Stop Bullying in Middle School”. It also includes information regarding teasing,
strategies for “bystanders” and internet/computer harassment. The Special Education staff presents empathy training in all Bobcat
classes to help students be more aware and understanding of students with special needs. SPED staff also sponsors the Best
Buddies program that pairs regular ed students with students in our special education program. Additionally, the Student Services
TOSA trained 8th grade peer leaders in the summer to work with incoming 6th graders in an orientation camp and new students
throughout the school year.

Through the efforts of our Student Services TOSA our Bobcat Center has been expanded and the center is open at lunchtime so
students who want to play in small groups with board games and/or puzzles may do so. Others come in to socialize and relax in a
supervised setting. Our Before and After School Program uses the Bobcat Center for a homework center Monday-Friday. The Before
and After School Program also holds activities in the gym, library, classrooms, and computer lab, to keep students safe and engaged
in school related activities, such as tutorials, clubs, and recreational sports.

We continue to increase student awareness of CHARACTER COUNTS! by highlighting people of character or by providing examples
of how all of us can demonstrate the character word of the month during the morning announcements. Each week we recognize a
Student of Character over the PA and provide them with an ice cream gift coupon for demonstrating character at BHMS. The six
character words posted in the cement quad for increased visibility hopefully improve student decisions about their behavior.
Wednesday has been designated as CHARACTER COUNTS! day on our campus. A character committee provides Bobcat class
activities for teachers to facilitate. Additionally, all teachers’ address CHARACTER COUNTS issues whenever it fits into their
curriculum or class discussion. We have purchased additional resources so students will have exposure to a variety of character
related discussion opportunities at each grade level. Administrators and counselors discuss positive character behaviors when
working with individual students on issues. Our 7th grade students all receive 10 hours of Leadership training through Bobcat
classes. We recognize students who have demonstrated Radically Outstanding Citizenship (ROC).

Bernardo Heights prides itself on a safe physical environment. A well-articulated Disaster Plan is in place. Fire drills and/or disaster
drills are held each month. A full evacuation drill is held twice a year. The site plan includes procedures for accounting for every child
and adult on our campus, including visitors and volunteers who sign in at the front office and wear name badges while at school.
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During a drill, simulated “casualties” are rescued as all buildings and grounds are searched, and are taken to an emergency first aid

station. We have established guidelines for releasing students to parents and guardians in the aftermath of any real disaster. We

have established “lockdown” procedures to prepare for any possible intrusion or threat to our campus. Emergency release cards for

all students and staff are updated yearly. Our School Safety Committee meets quarterly and we have made the Connect-Ed auto

caller an integral part of our emergency preparedness plan.

A full-time Health Technician oversees the daily needs of students. To encourage wellness, our physical education department
focuses on nutrition and physical activities. Healthy lifestyles and behaviors are discussed in 7th grade science with a focus on
sexually transmitted diseases and in PE with a program called Smart Choices. Additionally, we support the National Red Ribbon

Week program emphasizing drug-free lifestyles for all students. We have implemented the Too Good for Drugs program through the
shared efforts of our counselors, Student Services TOSA, our science and PE teachers. Too Good For Drugs curriculum topics are

being presented at all grade levels.

B. DRUG ABUSE EDUCATION PLAN

All schools in the PUSD implement the Too Good for Drugs Tobacco, Drugs and Alcohol prevention program, which is designed around specific lessons

in five components: Goal Setting, Decision Making, Bonding with Others, Identifying and Managing Emotions, and Communicating Effectively.
