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B. DESCRIPTION OF SCHOOL

The Highland Ranch community believes it is important to provide an environment that supports every child academically, socially and
emotionally. We each and model respect to everyone. We believe that when the school and home work together it can only be beneficial
to our students. We want our students to strive to do their best and to understand that when they make mistakes the most important thing
is to accept responsibility for those mistakes and to learn from them. To further aid in the support of our students we have begun work as
a staff to implement Response to Intervention (Rtl) strategies. This involves varied levels of academic and social/emotional support.

Our campus consists of the primary building that is built in a square, with classrooms opening onto outdoor hallways. These hallways
surround an inner square structure that includes classrooms and a Learning Resource Center. As of Spring of 2004 there is also an
additional two-story building equipped with an elevator. This building houses eleven classrooms and a large “common room” on each
floor.

Built in 1992, Highland Ranch is situated in a residential neighborhood in a rapidly growing suburban area of San Diego. Caramel
Mountain Ranch is a planned community with shopping centers, library, and medical facilities within walking distance of the school.

Highland Ranch’s student population includes 662 students in grades Kindergarten through Fifth, four half day sessions of Special
Education Pre-School and 4 classes of Autistic Special Day class students in grades Kindergarten through 5th grades. The majority of the
students come from above average socio-economic backgrounds. A diverse population of ethnic groups enriches our school. There are 24
different languages represented at Highland Ranch. The current approximate racial composition of the school is 41% Caucasian, 21%
Asian, 7% Hispanic, 7% Filipino and 4% African-American. Currently 17% of our student population is participating in our English
Language Learner program and 5% of our students are participating in the free and reduced lunch program. Our mobility rate for 2004-05
and 2006-07 is 23% and for 2007-08.

Special needs populations include students identified as autistic, learning disabled, speech/language impaired, English Language
Learners (ELL), and the Gifted and Talented (GATE). Each special needs population is served both according to state law and individual
requirements.

The challenges that the staff and students at Highland Ranch face have much to do with the growing population of limited English
speaking students and the mobility rate of our students. As our school population changes, our staff will need to will need to consider the
needs of the changing population and be ready to set goals and implement programs as needed.

A high level of parent support assists us in reaching our school goals. Our Parent Workroom and classrooms are filled with parent
volunteers each day. PTA , Site Council, and staff work together to identify and pursue goals appropriate for our school. This support
comes in the form of donations of time, work and creativity as well as monetary donations.

The Highland Ranch School community instills in it's students a commitment to lifelong learning and high achievement and dedication to

the development of the Six Pillars of Character in our students and the modeling of these characteristics by not only our students but also
staff and parents.

Gateway to our Students’ Future,” a framework comprised of the themes of Rigor (High Expectations for all), Relevance (Engagement of all students), and
Relationships (Personalization of learning opportunities) now assumes the forefront of all of our efforts. With this in mind, our school's mission has been
formed.

A. SITE ASSESSMENT PLAN:

At Highland Ranch, assessment is guided by several principles. First, we believe that the essential purpose of assessment is to guide
instruction. Assessment must also provide a comprehensive picture of student achievement and assist students, parents and teachers in
setting goals that are determined by the students’ present levels and their need areas. We utilize state, district and site assessments. We
analyze and dialogue about our data during professional growth days, staff meetings and grade level collaboration. Data is also evaluated by
the students and their teacher together. This helps the student play an active role in their goal setting and their academic growth. Our
assessments measure growth over time as well as monitor progress on a daily basis and provide key indicators to guide instruction within the
classroom and to make broader program decisions. We strive to make all our assessments valid, reliable, time-efficient, and appropriate. All of
our assessments are ethnically managed and administered to all appropriate students.

Our assessments provide the multiple measures necessary to give us confidence about student achievement, school-wide effectiveness, and
the attitudes and perceptions of our school community.

Data about school-wide effectiveness is gleaned from a wide range of data including all the student performance
data, A.P.l. data, attendance records, discipline files, counseling referrals, and ELL redesignation rates. Using this
data we are better able to analyze existing programs when making decisions abut their modification or continuation.
This data also provides the foundation for all decisions made about new program introduction.

3. Attitudes and Perceptions:
Information about the attitudes and perceptions of our community are gathered using parent surveys, input from
PTA and School Site Council (SSC). Collecting and analyzing this data informs our thinking about and
understanding of how parents feel about their experiences at Highland Ranch. We use the information to modify
programs, strategies, and materials with the intent of maintaining a positive school climate.

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V. SAFE AND SUPPORTIVE SCHOOLS

A. SCHOOL-WIDE BEHAVIORAL SUPPORT PLAN
Respect, responsibility and safety are keys to providing a supportive and positive learning environment. As the foundation of the
social/emotional side of the Response to Intervention (Rtl) pyramid we developed the "Highland Ranch Expectations”. These
expectations were identified with the purpose of supporting respectful, responsible and safe behavior from everyone on our campus
in, in all areas of our campus. The following was put in to place to support understanding and "buy-in" from everyone.
e The expectations are displayed in all classrooms and common areas
e« Copies were distributed to parents accompanied by information about the purpose
o Weekly focus on a particular area of focus by all staff (examples such as hallway behavior, playground behavior, assembly
behavior, etc.)
Should an infraction of the Expectations occur a "Low Level Referral" is used to document the behavior, re-educate the student about the
expectation and determine a possible antecedent for the behavior. Should the behavior become habitual or should an infraction occur that
is deemed of a more serious nature an office referral is used. Throughout the discipline process the focus is kept on trying to identify the
cause for the behavior and guiding the student in how to make better choices. Parents are notified through the steps of this process.
Each year every student receives a copy of the Rules of Student Discipline in the Poway Unified School District. In addition, the Highland
Ranch Elementary School Handbook informs students and parents about our school rules. Each classroom teacher implements rules,
consequences, and positive reinforcement strategies in their classroom. Students from each class are acknowledged weekly as
“Ambassadors of Character.” Each year one assembly is devoted to character education. A Bullying Prevention Program has been
implemented in all Fourth Grade classrooms. In addition this year a Response to Intervention committee that is comprised of
representation from each grade level as well as classified staff has been formed. Over the course of the next three year we are committed
to evaluate, revamp our discipline expectations, consequences and intervention for discipline issues.

Our school counselor works with our most “at risk” students. The school counselor supports parents through conferences, provides
suggestions to support their “at risk” students, conducts classroom lessons. A parent library has been established to provide parents with
quality books on discipline, raising responsible children, homework strategies etc. to support parents with the difficult job of parenting
effectively. Also in place is the PIP program that offers support for students in grades K-3rd grades.

B. DRUG ABUSE EDUCATION PLAN
All schools in the PUSD implement the Too Good for Drugs Tobacco, Drugs and Alcohol prevention program, which is designed around specific lessons
in five components: Goal Setting, Decision Making, Bonding with Others, Identifying and Managing Emotions, and Communicating Effectively.
