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B. DESCRIPTION OF SCHOOL

Morning Creek is an exemplary Blue Ribbon and 2006 California Distinguished School. Our school offers high quality learning experiences
in a very supportive and nurturing atmosphere. Teachers and support staff are committed to educational excellence and work together in a
cooperative, supportive, and professional manner. Our teachers work as a professional learning community to review student
assessments, plan standards-based learning opportunities and monitor student progress throughout the year. Each Thursday afternoon
students are dismissed early which allows teachers time to work in their grade level teams. By working in a team, teachers are able to
leverage the professional intellect of their colleagues to better support all students learning.

Morning Creek is located 20 miles north of downtown San Diego in the community of Sabre Springs. Our school was built in 1990 and is
18 years old. Currently, we have 666 students on our campus. Our student body consists of students from richly diverse cultural, ethnic,
linguistic, and religious backgrounds. Our student demographics are 41% Caucasian, 24% Asian, 12% Hispanic, 11% Filipino, 4% African
American and 9% other ethnicities.

Morning Creek has experienced changes in enrollment over the years. At one time Morning Creek had over 1,000 students in attendance
but new schools built in the area helped reduce enrolliment. However,in the past three years, Morning Creek has grown from 519 students
to 666 students. In addition to increasing enrollment, we have also transitioned from half-day kindergarten to a full-day kindergarten
program during the 2008-09 school year. Our English learner program has also increased dramatically this year, growing from 75 students
to 160 students. All of our teachers hold specialized credentials for working with English learners.

Based upon community need, parent-paid child care is provided before school, beginning at 6:30 a.m. and continues until 6:00 p.m.
through the PUSD Extended Student Services (ESS). The program operates during vacations and on non-school days, provides a bridge
between home and school. The 165 students participating complete their homework in a supervised environment, eat healthy after school
snacks, have access to computers and participate in a wide variety of learning games and activities.

In order to prepare students for a successful school experience, a parent participation Preschool is operated on our site. The program is
designed for three and four year olds who attend half-day sessions either 2 or 3 days a week.

We have a very active PTA and Foundation on our site. Our PTA and Foundation are instrumental in providing funding for a number of
programs on our site. This past year our Foundation sponsored a "Country Affair" fundraising event which garnered over $30,000 for our
school. Our PTA and Foundation work separately but are aligned in supporting our school goals. Reading Plus, a PE Instructional Aide,
counseling time, instructional supplies and field trips are supported through their efforts. Our volunteer program is strong and is continually
encouraged by staff. Volunteers can be seen on campus all throughout the day, everyday!

Morning Creek is truly a remarkable school which is built on a strong tradition of excellence. Every year we continually look at ways to

create an atmosphere where all students can learn and thrive. We wholeheartedly support our district’'s motto — “All Students Learning —
Whatever it Takes.”

“College Readiness for All?”

A. PUSD STRATEGIC VISION

In 2001-02, the district engaged in a strategic planning process. The resulting district plan identified two goals: Increase achievement for all students through
a comprehensive literacy effort, and provide a physical learning environment to support learning for all students. The years 2002-2008 accompanied a period
of intense focus on the ongoing use of data to drive improvements in student learning, as well as on closing the achievement gap. These initiatives furthered
the growing understanding that our most important work is to ensure that all students leave the district college ready.

As our district has engaged in the most current iteration of its strategic vision for 2008-2014, the literacy focus has sharpened. “College Readiness for all —
Gateway to our Students’ Future,” a framework comprised of the themes of Rigor (High Expectations for all), Relevance (Engagement of all students), and
Relationships (Personalization of learning opportunities) now assumes the forefront of all of our efforts. With this in mind, our school’'s mission has been
formed.

The district vision of “College Readiness for all — Gateway to our Students’ Future,” and our school’s aligned mission provide the foundation for the direction of
our site efforts. Districtwide organizational directions toward ensuring college readiness are:
e Build organizational capacity through continued focus on rigor, relevance, and relationships, in order to provide challenging educational experiences
for all students
e Personalize learning to provide multiple pathways for student success
o Prepare all students to successfully undertake a college-ready curriculum for post-secondary success
o Close the achievement gaps for all subgroups

Our school will focus on several initiatives to support the district organizational directions.

Morning Creek continues to focus on rigor, relevance and relationships across the school. Our work in the area of rigor is focused on
ensuring all students are purposefully engaged in learning. During language arts, you will find students reading together in small groups
organized at their instructional level; peer editing and revision of writing; Six Minute Solution partnerships, and students learning to write
effective summaries. In mathematics, students are communicating understanding of concepts using written, visual and oral explanations.
Students are group leaders in mathematics and supporting others with constructing understanding the mathematical concepts. We are
striving to help students understand the purpose of their learning so they see connections to real world applications. Staff at Morning
Creek also works to develop personal relationships with students in order to help all students feel connected.

At Morning Creek Elementary School we believe it is our moral imperative to prepare our students to become productive members of our
global society. The vision of college readiness for all plays a significant role in our school culture. College readiness is not the expectation
that all students will attend college, but instead, it is the belief that we must prepare all students to have a full range of postsecondary
education and training options available to them after high school. The skill set for a successful future looks a lot like the skill set required
to gain entrance into college. So, by preparing all of our students to be “college ready,” we are making sure that each student has a full
range of options available to them when they graduate from high school. Morning Creek has identified strategies to support college
readiness inside and outside the classroom.

How will we promote college readiness in our classrooms?
e Connect learning explicitly to expectations in college (i.e. writing summaries to demonstrate understanding, explaining
mathematical understanding, providing explanations for how | found the answer)
Utilizing college vocabulary in each classroom
Teachers share information about their college experience and the college(s) they attended
Support students with organizational strategies for learning—binders, calendars
Support students with “how to highlight” as they read (begins in 2nd grade)
Utilize Cornell notes in grades 4-5

How will we promote college readiness throughout the school?

Our guiding question this year is "How are students responding to instruction in order to be college-ready?" This guiding question aligns
our work on Response to Intervention to college readiness. The following strategies will be utilized to monitor student progress in relation
to our guiding question.

1.Weekly Team Meetings defined as: Professional collaboration that focuses on standards-based instructional planning (content &
pedagogy) that utilizes information from formal and informal assessments in order to support all learners toward achieving success.
Teachers utilize this time to review assessments, analyze student writing, plan weekly instruction, create shared learning opportunities
across classrooms and problem-solve around specific student learning needs.

2.Each grade level has developed SMART goals and strategies for achieving these goals. They have identified the greatest area of need
in English Language Arts and Mathematics and will be closely monitoring improved achievement in these targeted areas. Assessments for
learning will be utilized to inform instructional decisions and targeted support throughout the year.

3.Each teacher in grades 2-5 has set individual goals for students to meet expected growth targets in MAPs. Through our professional
learning opportunities and our RIT days, we will target support to students in order to reach expected growth.

4.0ur Response to Intervention Committee will focus on defining the non-negotiables of strong Tier | instruction, developing a systemic
process for documenting change in academic and or behavior as a result of intervention, developing consistent Tier | and Tier Il supports
for differentiating and targeting instruction.

5.Continue to improve standards-based writing instruction through collaborative scoring of district writing prompt and sharing best
instructional practices that support standards-based writing. Vertical articulation will be utilized as student writing is analyzed. As we
identify patterns in trends in writing across grade levels, we will be able to strengthen the schoolwide writing program.

6.Implement our Impact program which is designed to provide an additional instructional "impact” for our students that are not meeting
grade level standards. Students receive additional support with word study, guided reading and guided writing. This year we are also
providing focused English language development support for English learners who have not yet been reclassified in grades 3-5.

7.Continue use of Reading Plus, a comprehensive, online reading program that builds fluency and monitors comprehension. Students
have access to this program at school and at home.

All classrooms have received technology upgrades in the form of mounted LCD projectors and amplification systems (amplification
systems are not in all EBs). The LCD projectors increase the visibility of materials previously viewed on the TV screen. Our Foundation
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continues to secure funds to purchase document cameras for all classrooms to be used in conjunction with the LCD projector. This year
document cameras are being phased in beginning with grades 2-5.

With the support of our PTA and Foundation we will use Reading Plus, a computer based comprehension and fluency building program.
Our use of Reading Plus has produced positive results for all students that used the program at least three times a week for 30 minutes.
All 2nd-5th graders will have regular access and 1st grade students will use the program as needed. Students are able to use the program
both at school and at home.

Our students with disabilities will continue to be supported with curriculum promoted and provided by our district special education
department - Phonics for Reading, Rewards, and Read Naturally. Our SDC teachers and our RSP teacher join grade level teams for
collaboration each week.

Our school site council has supported the hiring of three “Impact Teachers”. Three credentialed teachers work with students who did not
achieve proficiency in last year’s ELA CST exam or who are "fragile” proficient. These students are identified as Kid Watch students. The
students receive additional reading and writing support for two hours a week. The Impact teachers work with classroom teachers in the
planning of instruction in order to target specific needs and to support students with increased success within their daily literacy learning.
One of the Impact teachers works with groups of English learners at grades 3-5 who have not yet been reclassified.

This year we are strengthening our focus on the Character Pillars by implementing a consistent discipline program in all classrooms.
Students are given the opportunity to reflect and consider the Character Pillars as they redirect their focus and behavior choices. This
program is focused on positive outcomes rather than punitive consequences.

We have taken steps to strengthen the Physical Education program at Morning Creek. With the support of our Foundation, we have hired
a PE Instructional Assistant to support teachers with PE instruction. Our Foundation also supports a counselor one day a week to provide
in-class lessons and meet with small groups of students. We continue to benefit from the PIP program at grades K-3 which provides one-
on-one attention in a counseling environment.
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IIl. STANDARDS AND ASSESSMENTS OF STUDENT LEARNING — How will we know students are learning, and where are the gaps? An
analysis of student learning, program effectiveness, progress toward closing the achievement gap, and progress toward attaining college
readiness.

A. SITE ASSESSMENT PLAN:

Our overall school-wide effectiveness is measured by the state accountability program via the CST. Every year our local papers publish
information related to our scores in terms of our annual APl and our AYP. We also obtain information on the quality of our educational
programs through the state sponsored Categorical Program Monitoring (CPM). Attendance/tardy rates are analyzed on a monthly basis.
Discipline records are also examined in order to determine the impact our school-wide discipline program is having on our school climate.
Stakeholders are informed of the information contained in these reports through our monthly newsletter, our weekly phone call outs, and in our
monthly Principal’s coffees. Assessment information is utilized throughout the year to continuously monitor student progress, program
effectiveness and community attitudes and perceptions.

1. Student Performance Data:
At the beginning of each school year, teachers analyze the results of the CST and assessments "FOR" learning as
they relate to team goals. As a product of this analysis, teams develop SMART goals based on the results of these
assessments. Three times a year MAPS, district writing prompts, IRI's or Running Records and Houghton Mifflin
assessments are administered to monitor student progress. Following the administration of these assessments,
teacher teams hold “data dialogues” to strategize next steps in meeting individual student needs. Data from these
assessments is disaggregated so we can monitor subgroup performance. In addition teachers utilize the spelling
inventory appropriate to their grade level, fluency timings, timed math computation tests, math problem solving, and
math unit tests to further guide instruction. Three times a year, teachers have a conversation with the principal and
their team concerning students that are not making appropriate progress. In these meetings teachers bring to the
table all relevant data and student sample work. From this point an individual action plan is developed for these
students whom we call our “Kid Watch” students. Individual teacher, teacher teams, and the principal then monitor
the status of the action plan during the next 6-8 weeks of instruction.

2. School-wide Effectiveness:
Assessment information is the cornerstone of instructional planning at Morning Creek Elementary School. The
teachers at Morning Creek make instructional decisions based upon a variety of student assessments. We believe
that the essential purpose of assessment is the improvement of student learning. We came to understand that
assessments "For" learning need to inform the student in student-friendly terms about their degree of progress
toward a goal or target, be embedded in the teaching-learning process (routine, frequent, informal, self-corrected),
and to try to encourage student participation in the process. Assessments "Of" learning need to provide benchmark
progress toward meeting or exceeding standards. These assessments document or certify achievement at a point in
time, are used to report progress to audiences outside the classroom or school, used to compare students, and
typically occur after no further instruction is planned. Obviously, as we look at our assessments, we want to make
sure that the majority of the tools we use fall into the “For” learning side of the assessment equation. From this
vantage point, our teaching teams will continue to have discussions about our school-wide assessments. In the
table that follows, one will see the results of our site assessments that we have agreed to utilize during the current
academic year.
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3. Attitudes and Perceptions:

On a yearly basis, our school surveys our community and students in terms of their attitudes and perceptions of our
various school programs. Our surveys are developed by our Site Council in conjunction with the District Advisory
Committees. In addition, on a yearly basis, our GATE parents are provided with a survey which addresses the
efficacy of the gifted program on our campus. This information is used by our staff in formulating action plans for our
future endeavors. The intent of the information is to maintain a quality educational program at our site which meets
the needs of our student body.

Each grade level has identified specific targets within the ELA strands that were identified as the greatest area of need:

-Kindergarten: 80% of all students will achieve proficiency in the area of Word Analysis and Vocabulary Development.

-First Grade: 80% of all students will achieve proficiency in the area of Word Analysis and Vocabulary Development.

-Second Grade:80% of all students will achieve proficiency on the Word Analysis and Vocabulary Development subtest on CST.

-3rd Grade: 76% of all students (10% increase) will achieve proficiency on the Word Analysis and Vocabulary Development subtest on
CST.

-4th Grade: 80% (7% increase) of all students will achieve proficiency on the Written Conventions subtest on CST.

-5th Grade: 62% of all students (3% increase) will achieve proficiency on the Word Analysis and Vocabulary Development subtest on

This may have resulted in a strong focus on
isolated skills rather than on the use of these skills to make meaning of text. Teachers expressed concerns regarding the changing
demographics at Morning Creek, we have observed an increase in both our English learner subgroup and our low SES subgroup. We
need to ensure that we are providing targeted instruction within the classrooms and differentiating learning in order to accelerate all
students. We feel our focus on building relationships with individual students within specific subgroups contributes to improved
performance. We will continue to ensure vulnerable students and students within our EL and Hispanic subgroups have a strong
relationship with an adult on campus to foster their connection to school.

Summary:

Morning Creek Elementary is committed to continuous improvement and strives to meet the needs of all students. We feel a renewed
sense of urgency for improvement based on the 2007-08 CST data. We have structures in place for monitoring student performance but
we must improve our call to action once data is analyzed. This year we are focused on increasing the consistency across team meetings
in order to leverage the collective intellect of grade level teams to plan based on student needs and grade level standards. The focus on
college ready will also help to facilitate high expectations for all students and when combined with our focus on rigor, relevance and
relationships, we expect to see improved student performance. Our attention to rigor is translated to increasing student engagement within
all learning activities and increasing small group support in order to work at the edge of each students' learning needs.

Our 5th grade team will utilize
Learning Point in order to support parent participation in student learning and prepare students and families for the transition to middle
school and high school.

We began this school year by renewing our collective commitments as the Morning Creek staff. This process is part of strengthening our
collaborative efforts in order to improve student performance across the school. We are a team, we are all responsible for ALL

The principal will meet with grade level teams every six weeks to monitor student progress in relationship to our stated benchmarks.
Additionally, the principal will meet with grade level teams two times a year to discuss our Kid Watch students. During these meetings,
individual action plans will be developed and reviewed to monitor student progress toward standards. The principal will also meet with
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Impact teachers weekly to support planning and monitor the intervention program.

These character pillars are
continually emphasized throughout the school day and at our more formal Friday Flag gatherings and at our monthly Recognition
Assemblies. In addition students are recognized for their adherence to these pillars at our recognition assemblies, signing the
Principal’s Honor Book, and receiving notes or phone calls home from teachers and the principal recognizing student
accomplishments.

This year, all classrooms are utilizing "The Colt Way" behavior plan to support students consistently. If students need to be
redirected for their behavior, they sign in a book and have a chance to reflect on their choices. Students may also complete a
reflection form to formalize their thinking and share it with parents if necessary. Office referal forms have been revised to "Character
Violation" forms to further enhance our consistent focus on the Character Pillars. Referral to the principal by the classroom teacher
is used as a final resort. Students who are sent to the principal for violating "The Colt Way" complete a Character Pillar Think Sheet
which must be signed by a parent. This requires students to take responsibility for their choices and reflect on the consequences.

We are fortunate to have a counselor who works on our site one day a week. Grant funding for counseling time was no longer
available, however our Foundation viewed this as an important need and provided funds which were matched by the district for this
year. Our counselor works with individual students as well as in small groups. In addition, she presents classroom lessons based on
the work of Stephen Covey in Second Step.

Each year a copy of the District policy and consequences regarding weapons, controlled substances, alcohol, harassment, theft,
vandalism, hate crimes, willful disobedience, and other matters is sent home with students. Parents are to read the rules and
acknowledge receipt of them by signing and returning a signature sheet to the school. The principal specifically reviews the
aforementioned with all third, fourth, and fifth grade students at the beginning of each school year.

DRUG ABUSE EDUCATION PLAN

All schools in the PUSD implement the Too Good for Drugs Tobacco, Drugs and Alcohol prevention program, which is designed around specific lessons

in five components: Goal Setting, Decision Making, Bonding with Others, Identifying and Managing Emotions, and Communicating Effectively.
