School-wide SMART Goal: 
Student proficiency on the "Writing Strategies" section of the ELA portion of the Spring '08 CST will increase by a minimum of five points in 
cohort analysis of grades 2-5. 
  
To what degree were the school-wide goal and subgroup goals met? 
In the "Writing Strategies" section of the ELA portion of the Spring '08 CST, cohort groups did not increase by a minimum of 5 points: 
grade 2 moving into grade 3 decreased from 76 to 68; grade 3 moving into grade 4 decreased from 79 to 75; grade 4 moving into grade 5 
decreased from 75 to 71. Overall ELA scores, however, in grades 3-5 did increase: grade 3 moving into grade 4 showed an increase from 
72% to 90% and grade 4 moving into grade 5 increased from 86% to 87%. 
 
The progress of students on CELDT from Fall 2007 to Fall 2008 is not available at this time. When CELDT scores are released to schools, 
an analysis of their achievement will be completed. 
 
Only one SDC student took the CMA and one took the CAPA in Spring 2008. The IEP teams did not feel the CMA was appropriate for our 
students in this initial year of use. As the test gains use in the state and norms are created, the teams will consider CMA as a option for 
our students. The CAPA is not appropriate for NSH SDC students. 
 
100% of GATE students did score proficient or advanced on both the ELA and Math portions of the Spring '08 CST. 
 
87%, rather than the goal of 92%, of Asian students scored proficient or advanced on the ELA portion of the Spring '08 CST. 95% of Asian 
students scored proficient or advanced on the Math portion of the Spring '08 CST. 
 
90% of all kindergarten students who scored proficient on the fall kindergarten mathematics assessment continued to score proficient on 
the spring kindergarten assessment. 
 
Analyzing trait by trait growth on the Six Traits program rubric for individual students proved to be difficult and the goal of 80% of first 
grade students improving by one level in each trait area is not confirmed. 85% of first grade students, however, demonstrated proficiency 
or higher on the district on-demand writing four-point assessment. 
 
83% of second grade students did achieve proficiency or higher in the "literary response and analysis" subtest of the Spring '08 CST. 
 
72% of third grade students, rather than the goal of 80%, achieved proficiency or higher on the "reading comprehension" subtest of the 
Spring '08 CST. 
 
90% of fourth grade students achieved a score of 6 or higher on the Spring '08 CST writing test. 
 
85% of fifth grade students achieved proficiency or higher on the "algebra/functions" subtest and 84% achieved proficiency or higher on 
the "measurement/geometry" subtest of the Spring '08 CST.  
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GOALS MET GOALS NOT MET 
GATE students did demonstrate 100% proficiency in ELA. Grade 2 moving into grade 3 did not increase their "writing strategies" 

subtest by a minimum of 5 points. 
GATE students did demonstrate 100% proficiency in Math. Grade 3 moving into grade 4 did not increase their "writing strategies" 

subtest by a minimum of 5 points. 
Asian students did demonstrate 92% or higher in Math. Grade 4 moving into grade 5 did not increase their "writing strategies" 

subtest by a minimum of 5 points. 
Second grade students did achieve 80% or higher proficiency in the "literary 
response and analysis" subtest. 

EL student progress is inconclusive as Fall '08 CELDT scores are 
unavailable. 

80% or higher of fourth grade students did achieve a score of 6 or higher on 
the spring CST writing test. 80% of SDC students in grades 3-5 did not take the CMA or CAPA. 
Fifth grade students did achieve 80% or higher proficiency on the 
"algebra/functions" subtest. Asian students did not demonstrate 92% proficiency or higher in ELA. 

Fifth grade students did achieve 80% or higher proficiency on the 
"measurement/geometry" subtest. 

100% of kindergarten students who scored proficient on the fall 
kindergarten mathematics assessment did not continue to score 
proficient on the spring kindergarten assessment. 

 80% of first grade students did not improve by one level in each trait of 
the Six Traits rubric. 

 80% of third grade students did not achieve proficiency on the "reading 
comprehension" subtest. 

  
Lessons learned:  
Staff reviewed both grade level and cohort data to draw conclusions about student progress toward goals. Grade level teams need to work 
together to align curriculum from grade 2 to 3, grade 3 to 4, and grade 4 to 5. The decline in writing strategies scores after concerted effort 
to address this area will be analyzed and a new plan developed. The grade level teams were pleased that the overall ELA scores 
increased for two cohorts and that the grade 4 writing test score increased from 42% scoring 6 or higher in '07 to 90% scoring 6 or higher 
in '08. 
 
We know that SDC students are unable to access grade level standards via the CST. As the standards increase, the scores decrease. 
Staff will work with parents to select appropriate testing measures for the individual students. CAPA and/or CMA may provide a better 
indicator for student growth and achievement although, after its first year of use, the CMA does not seem to be an improvement over CST 
as a measure for the SDC student achievement. SDC students are not working at grade level thus testing for grade level competency is 
not realistic. The special education team continues to focus on individual student performance toward IEP goals to ensure each child 
meets his or her potential. 
 
Grade level teams analyze their instructional practice to determine where gaps occurred in addressing standards. Writing continues to be 
a focus for the site. Grade level teams and vertical teams will discuss student strengths and needs.

Summary: 
Through the work the staff is doing on creating a writing strategies curriculum/plan, identifying and addressing grade level goals, ensuring 
curriculum follows ELA and Math standards, and developing Individualized Learning Plans for each student, student growth is being 
monitored by individual teachers, teams, parents, the principal, and students. 
  
Changes planned for this year’s SPSA: 
Our Individualized Learning Plans support student achievement and will continue in 08-09. Teachers analyze student data to determine a 
school-wide need: writing strategies improvement, and to identify grade level needs. Systematic plans for instruction and assessment will 
support improvement in the identified areas. Teachers will evaluate the standards and review when each is taught. Teachers will 
collaborate with vertical teams to align curriculum and discuss student strengths and needs as they move into the new grade. The SMART 
goal for '08-09 focuses on cohort growth and grade level goals. General education teachers will work closely with special education 
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resource personnel to develop strategies that meet the needs of the special education students in their classrooms. A "blended" model will 
be created to allow SDC students to start each day in a general education "home room" and interact with this class in academic 
mainstreaming opportunities as well as during field trips, assembly programs, lunch, recess, and other school events. The site Intervention 
Team will provide information, models, and strategies to assist with differentiating curriculum in the classroom. This committee will meet 
monthly to review and assess individual student progress toward goals. The site Positive Behavior Committee will develop a plan for 
school-wide expectations and discipline. The committee will meet monthly to review and develop components of the plan and will make 
presentations to the staff and inform the community. Impact teachers will collect data and assess student growth at the end of each seven-
week impact cycle. This information will be used by teachers to determine next steps. 
  
How will the change be evaluated? 
The CST results in Spring 2009 will ultimately demonstrate that we have met the goals developed in our current literacy plan. Site 
assessments and informal classroom measures will provide data to revise and adjust plan during the school year. Impact teacher data as 
well as classroom and staff data will be analyzed and used to determine next steps for individual students. Specific interventions utilized 
for each at-risk and watch student will be documented and progress evaluated.

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V.     SAFE AND SUPPORTIVE SCHOOLS 
  

A.     SCHOOL-WIDE BEHAVIORAL SUPPORT PLAN   
In August and January, the principal assembles all of the students to discuss and review the school rules and behavior expectations. 
At the weekly Friday Flag assemblies, students and staff review the six character traits from Character Counts! and school-wide 
slogans that instill appropriate behavior. Affirmations that are enthusiastically recited at the weekly assemblies include “Work hard. 
Be kind,” “Treat others the way you want them to treat you,” “If there is a problem, we look for a solution," "If there is a better way, we 
find it," "If a teammate needs help, we give it," and "If we need help, we ask.” The Student Handbook and District Discipline Policies 
and Procedures are distributed each fall and to new enrollees throughout the year. 
 
As our mission statement reads, “Every student will have the opportunity to acquire the knowledge, skills and attitudes needed to 
develop a positive self-worth, make informed choices, and function effectively in a diverse society.” To that end, our PIP program and 
counseling services (paid for by the site) offer a variety of opportunities in individual, small group and whole-class lessons settings to 
focus on the necessary social/emotional skills to be successful citizens. 
 
Students who demonstrate exceptional achievement as identified by their teacher or who have been caught by an adult doing 
something good are invited to sign the Principal’s Pride poster. Consequences for improper behavior include Low Level Referral 
Forms, which are given for minor offenses to the school rules and are part of the site Positive Behavior Support plan. The forms go 
home to be signed by the parent and returned. Behavior referrals are given to students who violate school rules on a more severe 
degree, such as fighting.
