III.  C.  PREVIOUS YEAR ANNUAL SPSA SUMMARY REPORT 
  

School-wide SMART Goal: 
By June 2008, all subgroups will meet or exceed the AYP target in English/Language Arts (35.2%) as measured by the California 
Standards Test (CST). 
By June 2008, all subgroups will meet or exceed the AYP target in math (37%) as measured by the California Standards Test (CST). 
  
To what degree were the school-wide goal and subgroup goals met? 
Overall, scores (total percent proficient) for all students increased for all students in 6th and 7th grade ELA. In math, only the 7th grade 
scores increased (+1%). In 6th grade all subgroup scores (ELA and math) increased, except Asian and Filipino math scores. In 7th grade, 
all subgroup scores (ELA and math) increased except in math for the Filipino, Hispanic and students with disabilities subgroups. In 8th 
grade, all subgroup scores in ELA decreased except Asian, low SES and students with disabilities.  In 8th grade math, all algebra 
subgroup scores increased, except for the Hispanic and White subgroups.  In 8th grade general math, all subgroups increased except for 
the Filipino subgroup.  The largest gains were made in 7th grade ELA (+5%).  In the subgroups, greatest gains in 6th grade were the Low 
SES subgroup in ELA (+7%) and the Hispanic subgroup in math (+8%).  Subgroup gains in 7th grade were greatest in the Filipino (+15%), 
Hispanic (+9%), low SES (+9%) and EL (+8%) in ELA.  In 8th grade, the greatest subgroup gains were in low SES (+9%) and students 
with disabilities (+7%) in ELA.  In 8th grade algebra, greatest gains were in the Asian (+11%) and low SES (+15%) subgroups.  In 
general math for 8th grade,  greatest gains were the Hispanic (+13%), low SES (+17%) and EL (+10%) subgroups.

Lessons learned:  
In looking at this year's data and over a four year trend, we are showing steady but slow (in some areas) improvement. While we continue 
to show gains (over time) in most subgroups, we still are not closing the achievement gap quickly enough with our EL, students with 
disabilities and low SES subgroups. Despite making great gains, our EL subgroup is in danger of not making AYP targets this year. The 
same is true for our special ed (students with disabilities) subgroup. (NOTE: It is hoped that the addition of the California Modified 
Assessment - CMA - will help level the playing field for our lower special ed students this year.) Equally concerning is that our Hispanic 
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students, while making the target this year, are in danger of not making it next year. All these groups need increased focus and 
intervention. Instruction must be standards-based and targeted at areas of lowest achievement. The need for a consistent curriculum 
(especially in math) cannot be overemphasized and hopefully will be addressed somewhat with the new adoption. Intervention programs 
(including online programs) need to be accessed more than once a week. 
 
While showing significant growth this year, EL students are still not making the progress necessary to become proficient. This is due in 
part to a poor support program for students when they transition from EL classes to mainstream classes. We need to put a systematic plan 
in place to support these students. We also need to direct more energy and resources not only on materials that are effective with EL 
learners but also on instructional practices, including explicit academic vocabulary instruction, that are critical to the success of English 
Language Learners. All staff are now trained in CLAD strategies. Further training is needed in learning strategies to differentiate 
instruction to meet the EL (and all students) learners' needs. 
 
There is an overall lack of improvement in math at all grade levels. While the majority of students who are at grade level classes or above 
do well, the gap for those who are basic or below is not decreasing. We need to look carefully at where the gaps exist, the instruction and 
programs we have in place to address the needs and implement alternative strategies, including technology and additional time (elective 
math classes or mandated tutorials), that will focus on and close the gap.

Summary: 
Overall, the number of students who are proficient in 6th and 7th grade is growing, although slowly. There is a decline in 8th grade 
language arts which needs to be addressed. We need to address and find a way to increase growth in 8th grade general math. We also 
need to continue our focus on subgroups, particularly students with disabilities, EL and Hispanics in order to ensure that we are closing 
the achievement gap and that these subgroups are meeting AYP targets. 
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Changes planned for this year’s SPSA: 
All students will take the MAPs test three times (fall, winter, spring). Using each student's individual scores, teachers will help students 
identify areas of growth and help students set individual goals. Teachers will use the results to group students based on need and use the 
learning ladders to target specific areas of instruction. Progress will be noted and adjustments in student goals and instruction (individual, 
small group and total class) modified as needed. 
 
Academic vocabulary (Word of the Week) will be explicitly taught in all science classes and reinforced in all other classes, including 
physical education and electives.  Teachers will introduce two words per week taken from the Coxhead list of most frequently used 
academic words.  In addition, teachers from each content area will teach key terms that are essential for success.  These terms were 
identified last year as part of an alternative evaluation project.  All teachers, again including physical education and electives, have been 
taught strategies for teaching these terms and are expected to teach and use these words. 
 
Specific changes in language arts classes: 

• All 6th grade and EL students will be instructed in how to do fluency timings and will practice fluencies on a daily (initially)/weekly 
(after targets met) basis. 

• All 6th grade and EL students will be given knowledge maps that cover the language arts curriculum as identified in the state 
standards.  Knowledge map "quizzes" will be given weekly and class progress, based on student responses, charted. 

• All 7th grade language arts classes will use the CST blueprints to determine the emphasized standards.  Specific units (a minimum 
of 4 by April) will be taught that include not only the concepts but also the format used on the test.  CST released questions will be 
used at the end of each unit.  Language arts teachers will collaborate after each test to look at what worked/didn't work, discuss 
effective instructional strategies used, and plan next steps for re-teaching or moving forward. 

• 8th grade language arts teachers will articulate regularly.  Lexile scores will be used to promote appropriate independent reading 
and novels for thematic literature units will be differentiated to meet the needs of all students.  Systematic vocabulary instruction 
will continue. 

While not a change from past practice, all incoming 6th graders were carefully screened and those who were below and far below basic 
 are taking the READ 180 elective class. In addition, these READ 180 students will be in smaller classes for language arts.  The language 
arts teacher is using the r-Book 9a component of the READ 180 program) as the core of her instruction.  A few of our 7th and 8th graders 
who took READ 180 last year and did not make enough growth will continue in the class this year.  The READ 180 teacher will monitor the 
progress of all READ 180 students, paying particular attention to those who "graduated" the program and will support staff with effective 
instructional strategies.  In addition, some 6th grade RSP and all SDC students will have READ 180 as part of their language arts 
curriculum. 
Specific changes for math classes: 

• All grade levels will use Compass Learning a minimum of once a week for lowest math classes (identified 6th graders, pre algebra 
support and algebra readiness). 

• Teachers will offer after school tutorials at least once a week and assign students to the tutorials.  
• Teachers will become familiar with the new text, specifically the opportunities afforded by the online tutoring.  Students will be 

shown how to access/use this resource and expectations for use will be set. 
• The Holt MathsCool and AlgebrasCool resources will be used at the 7th and 8th grade level to help differentiate instruction and 

meet the individual needs of students. 
• 7th graders who are below and far below basic, especially in the areas of number sense and problem solving, will be assigned to a 

math intervention class.  This class will be in place of their elective class.  Students who show a significant increase in MAP scores 
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in addition to class test scores and grades will be able to transition out of the class.  
• 8th graders in algebra readiness classes will be divided into small groups for a portion of the instructional time in order to focus on 

identified instructional needs.  
Special education teachers will review all students' IEP's to ensure that the appropriate accommodations/modifications are being made.  In 
addition, they will research District-wide middle school practices regarding accommodations and modifications on the CST for special ed 
students.  In addition, they will review the CST blueprints and ensure that they are teaching to the standards. 
 
EL students made excellent growth this year and our instruction will be targeted so as to continue this progress. EL students will have 
explicit instruction in conversational and school vocabulary.  The High Point curriculum will be the core of their reading and writing 
instruction.  In addition, they will do daily fluency timings based on their English level.  Beginning EL students will be grouped for 
instruction in science, social studies and math.  Intermediate EL students will continue to take the READ 180 class as an elective.  EL 
students will be evaluated regularly and will be mainstreamed with support in order to progress more rapidly in content areas.  Knowing 
that mainstreamed students need continued support in transitioning and also with the complexity of the vocabulary in content area 
classes, EL teachers will follow the progress of mainstreamed students, offering tutorials for the students and support for the classroom 
teacher as needed. 
 
For all basic, below and far below students with low skills (NOT behavior, attendance or attitude issues) in reading/language arts or math, 
a mandatory after school tutorial will be required.  Parents will be notified and students will attend two days/week.  Compass Learning will 
be used so that instruction/practice is focused on each students individual area of need as identified by the MAP test.  These tutorials will 
begin in January. 
 
  
How will the change be evaluated? 
All subgroups will meet or exceed the target percent proficient in ELA and math. In addition, the number of students who are proficient in 
ALL subgroups will increase by a minimum of 5% by June and all subgroups will show a decrease in the percent of students who are far 
below and below basic. For students who are already proficient, a minimum of 5% will increase to advanced. 
 
MAPs progress will be reviewed, specifically looking at how many students met or exceeded their optimal growth target in reading, 
language and math. The scores from the MAP testing will be compared with students' individual goals and expected targets to evaluate 
progress. 
 
The scores (MAP, SRI and CST) of students taking READ 180 as an elective will be tracked for growth to evaluate the effectiveness of the 
program. In addition, the scores of former READ 180 students will be analyzed to see that they are continuing to maintain the gains that 
they had made and are still making progress towards or maintaining proficiency. 
 
MAPs, CST, end of unit/course exams, monthly individual progress reports from Compass Learning and student grades will be used to 
evaluate the effectiveness of classroom instruction with the new text, Compass Learning, the 7th grade math intervention class and the 
after school tutorials. 
 
CELDT, MAPs and CST score will be used to evaluate EL student progress, with an expected increase of at least one CELDT level, 
optimal growth in MAPs and improved CST proficiency.

A.     SCHOOL-WIDE BEHAVIORAL SUPPORT PLAN   
Meadowbrook students are encouraged to be respectful, responsible, and resourceful. Positive behavior is rewarded with Character 
Cards (based on the six pillars of Character Counts) and individual praise and recognition. In addition, this year students who earn 
outstanding marks in citizenship, all "O's" or all "O's" and one "G" in all classes, will be recognized as "Above the Crowd" (ATC) 
students. They will be recognized at special assemblies each trimester. 
 
Each year counselors, teachers and support group leaders teach conflict management and peer mediation strategies. In order to 
address student needs such as anger management, grief, divorce, friendship and school attitudes, counselors meet with small 
groups of students for a six to eight week period of time. Students may be involved with one or more groups. In addition, "Why Try?", 
a research based program will be used with students who are disenfranchised with school. Topics such as goal setting, positive 
attitude, respect and career planning will be covered. Students who need emotional support or whose families need support are 
referred by counselors to the District's Caring Connections program. In addition, the Student Support Services Specialist mentors 
students, with a particular focus on our Latino students. These students receive support with homework, materials, and strategies for 
developing positive relationships with teachers and staff. 
 
A comprehensive safe school plan outlines specific standards and programs that support student learning. This plan includes timely 
fire, disaster and lockdown drills, supervision schedules, and a clear discipline policy. The school’s discipline policy is aligned with 
District policy and reviewed annually by students, staff and parents. Revisions were made to both the discipline plan and dress code 
during the 2007-08 school year. The staff supports a single school culture where ALL teachers are following and enforcing the same 
school-wide discipline plan and consequences. These consequences for actions are enforceable and consistent. Each fall students 
receive a parent/student Binder Reminder Handbook. This handbook contains the dress code, code of conduct, as well as a 
comprehensive school-wide discipline plan that details expectations and the corresponding positive/negative consequences. In 
addition, individual teachers’ expectations and consequences are clearly conveyed to all students and are posted in each room. 
Every member of our staff monitors student behavior and administrators are available to students for support and are visibly out on 
campus to discourage negative behavior. 
 
Teachers, campus supervisors, and assistant principals handle student discipline promptly and consistently. All staff members use 
infraction slips to help ensure that all behavior expectations are met. Infractions are noted for such things as class tardies, rude 
language, dress code violations, out of class without a pass, and horseplay. Consequences for infractions are progressive and 
include after school detention, Thursday School (formerly Saturday School), and ISS (in-school suspension). Office referrals are for 
more serious offenses, including defiance, fighting, and harassment/bullying and hate behavior. Consequences may include 
detentions, Thursday School, ISS or suspension from school. Any student causing or attempting harm to another student or who is 
engaging in harassment or hate behavior is suspended from school for 1-5 days. 
 
Because we feel that students should learn from their mistakes, education is an important piece of any discipline action. As part of 
any consequence, students are required to write a reflection which includes what happened, why it happened and what the student 
can do to make better choices and prevent repeat occurrences. If appropriate, students who are assigned to detention or Thursday 
school participate in specially designed character lessons with the intent that they will learn social and behavioral responsibility. 
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Parent contact and support is extremely important and an integral part of the discipline plan. 
 
On-going communication is maintained with the Sheriff’s Department officer assigned to our campus. He makes frequent visits to the 
campus building a positive rapport with students, staff and parents as well as providing support and help with more serious offenses. 
If funding allows, "drug dogs" are brought on campus to act as a deterrent to students and to aid in investigations if needed. 

    
B.     DRUG ABUSE EDUCATION PLAN   

  All schools in the PUSD implement the Too Good for Drugs Tobacco, Drugs and Alcohol prevention program, which is designed around specific lessons 
in five components: Goal Setting, Decision Making, Bonding with Others, Identifying and Managing Emotions, and Communicating Effectively.
